· Applying for a school place is an important task and we want to give you as much help as possible. The head of this team is Mrs Jackie Turner and her deputy is Mr St John Hamlyn, but any member of the team would be pleased to assist you if you have any queries.  
· You will have the right of appeal regarding the school place you are allocated.  However, if you have any complaints about the process for applying for a place for your child at your preferred secondary school, please put them in writing to : Complaints Manager, Children, Schools and Families, Room 440, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (e mail: jhall1@cornwall.gov.uk).

· On request this document can be made available in large print, Braille, on disk or CD.  If English is not your first language, you may ask for assistance to be made available to help you to understand the contents.  For this assistance, please contact the Admissions and Transport (Policy) Team, Children, Schools and Families, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (0300 1234 101).

· Please make sure that any information you provide when applying for a place for your child at a secondary school is accurate.  If it can be shown that a place has been offered on the basis of a fraudulent or intentionally misleading application (for example a false claim to be resident at a particular address), the Authority reserves the right to withdraw that offer.  The Authority also reserves the right to require documentary evidence to prove that a family address or any other information given in support of your application is genuine.

· Please note that Cornwall operates an “equal preference” scheme.  All of your preferences will be considered equally against each school’s oversubscription criteria.  If we are able to offer your child a place at more than one school, we will offer a place at the school you have ranked the highest.
We hope that the application process will be a smooth one and your child will be happy at his or her new secondary school.

ADMISSION TO A SECONDARY SCHOOL DURING THE 2010/11 SCHOOL YEAR
Co-ordinated In-Year Admissions Scheme for parents who live in the area of Cornwall Children’s Services Authority

GUIDE FOR PARENTS
What is an “in-year application” for a place at a secondary school?
· An “in-year application” for a place at a secondary school is an application for a place other than at the normal point of entry into a secondary school i.e. other than when children transfer from year 6 at a primary school into year 7 at a secondary school.
Is my child secondary school age?
· Children normally transfer to secondary school in the September following their eleventh birthday.  Your child will be of secondary school age during the 2010/11 school year if he/she was born between 01 September 1994 and 31 August 1999.  The year groups for compulsory secondary school education are as follows:

Year   7 - Children who were born between 01 September 1998 and 31 August 1999


Year   8 - Children who were born between 01 September 1997 and 31 August 1998


Year   9 - Children who were born between 01 September 1996 and 31 August 1997


Year 10 - Children who were born between 01 September 1995 and 31 August 1996


Year 11 - Children who were born between 01 September 1994 and 31 August 1995

· If your child was born between 01 September 1992 and 31 August 1994, they are of sixth form age and you should contact schools and colleges direct for advice regarding admissions.
Who is responsible for admissions?

· All secondary schools in Cornwall are mixed comprehensives and most are “community” schools.  The Children’s Services Authority (CSA – formerly known as LEA) - Cornwall Council - is responsible for admissions to community secondary schools.  Cornwall Council has determined admission arrangements and oversubscription criteria that are in line with the Government’s regulations and Codes on admissions and appeals.  The Corporate Director, Children, Schools and Families decides which children will transfer to each community secondary school in strict accordance with these determined arrangements.  Headteachers do not take such decisions.  
· Some secondary schools are “foundation” or “Trust” schools.  One of the aspects of foundation or Trust status is that the governing body of the school and not the CSA is responsible for admissions.
· The CSA co-ordinates in-year admissions to secondary schools for all parents who live in Cornwall.  The co-ordinated admissions scheme applies to all maintained secondary schools in Cornwall, including the foundation and Trust schools. 

When should I apply for an in-year place in a secondary school?
· The “closing date” for applications is midnight on each working day.  Usually, all applications received by midnight each working day will be considered at the same time.  However, applications will be processed no more than six school weeks in advance of a school place being required, so we would not treat your application as “being received” in advance of that six week period.
· In the case of UK service personnel, other Crown Servants and British Council employees, applications will be processed outside the timescales specified above, if applications are accompanied by an official government letter (eg MOD, FCO or GCHQ) declaring a relocation date and intended address, if the applicant would meet the criteria on relocation.  If it is not possible for a service family to provide evidence of a new address at the time of application, a Unit postal address or “quartering area” address would be acceptable.
May I change my child’s school even if I am not changing my address?
· Parents may request a change of school for their child even if there is no immediate reason for a move, such as a change of address.  However, unless there are exceptional reasons for an immediate admission, such changes would usually only take place at the beginning of the next term or half-term, as long as that is more than 10 school days after the date of notification of the allocation of a place.  

Designated areas
· The CSA has divided the county into geographical areas.  Each of these areas is served by a specific secondary school (or schools).  These areas are called “designated areas”.  (You may also have heard these areas referred to as “catchment” areas.)  Your designated school will not always be the one nearest to your home address.
· Cornwall’s published oversubscription criteria for deciding on admissions give priority to those children living in the designated area of a school.  If you want to identify the designated school (or schools) for your address, please do not hesitate to contact Admissions and Transport (Policy), Cornwall Council, Children, Schools and Families, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (0300 1234 101).
· Please note that the governing bodies of Bodmin College and Callington Community College no longer operate designated areas for priority for admission to their schools.  However, the CSA will continue to give free transport to eligible children on the basis of residence in the areas which were previously defined as the designated areas for these schools.  
· Special arrangements apply in two areas in the county where it has been agreed that two secondary schools in the same town will be treated as if they have one designated area.  These towns are Newquay (served by Newquay Tretherras School and Treviglas Community College) and Penzance (served by Humphry Davy School and Mounts Bay School and Community Sports College).  These two areas are called “dezoned areas”.  In these two areas neither of the two schools named will be designated specifically for your home address, but in the event of a “tie-breaker” being necessary to decide on admissions, your child would have priority for the designated school nearest to your home address.

· In addition, if you live in the designated area for Cusgarne Community Primary School, your child has an equal priority for admission to two secondary schools: Redruth School: a Technology College and Richard Lander School, Truro.  If you live in the designated area that previously served Tresillian Infant School (which closed on 31 August 2004), your child has an equal priority for admission to The Roseland Community College, A Specialist College for Music with English and Penair School, Truro.  All other addresses have one designated secondary school only.

· You may express a preference to send your child to the designated school (or one of the designated schools) for your child’s address or you may express a preference for any other secondary school.

· You should consider including a designated school as one of your preferences. 
What if I want a school outside Cornwall?
· If you live in Cornwall, you should make a single application to Cornwall Council for your preferred school(s) even if one (or more) of your preferred schools is not one of the 31 secondary schools in Cornwall.  You could complete and return the (Cornwall Admissions) Common Application Form (CACAF) application form (sent with these notes or available on the Council’s website).  You should state a maximum of three secondary school preferences on the form, even if one (or more) of your preferred schools is outside Cornwall.  Cornwall CSA will ensure that your application is forwarded to the appropriate Local Authority/Authorities.  You should also contact the school(s) or relevant Local Authority (LA) direct for details of any additional information that may be required in order to determine your child’s priority for admission.  If any additional information should be required, please send it direct to the school or relevant LA.  
· Details about schools in Plymouth can be obtained from: School Admissions Team, Services for Children and Young People, Plymouth City Council, PLYMOUTH, PL1 2AA (01752 307469).  

· Details about schools in Devon can be obtained from: “My Devon” Customer Service Centre on 0845 155 1019.  Or you can write to: School Admissions Team, CYPS Directorate, 1 Capital Court, Bittern Road, EXETER, EX2 7LW.
· You must return your completed form to Cornwall Council (address given at the top of the form) and not to your preferred school.
What do I do if I live outside Cornwall?

· If you live outside Cornwall, but you wish to apply for a first, second or third preference place at a secondary school in Cornwall, you should apply to your home LA.  Your home LA will ensure that Cornwall CSA receives a copy of your application.
· If you live outside Cornwall, but you can provide evidence that you will be living in Cornwall by the required date of admission, you should apply for your school place(s) to Cornwall Council.  (A copy of a signed and dated tenancy agreement or confirmation from your solicitor that contracts have been exchanged and a completion date agreed would be considered as acceptable evidence.)
· If a child is not currently resident in the UK, an application will be accepted if evidence can be provided (usually by a copy of the relevant page(s) of a passport) that a child is a British citizen, or has a right of abode in the UK or is a national of the European Economic Area (EEA).  Evidence of residence in Cornwall by the required date of admission must also be provided.

What should I do if my child has already started his/her GCSE course?

· You should be aware that it is very difficult for a school pupil to transfer schools successfully once they have commenced their GCSE studies.  Such a move should be avoided wherever possible, although it is understood that parents cannot always do so.  If you have had to move house within Cornwall and have had no option regarding your new address, it may be possible for the Council to offer some assistance with transport costs if you would prefer your child to stay at his/her current school.
· If a change of school is unavoidable, you are advised to check whether your preferred school(s) could meet your child’s chosen options before submitting your application.
· If you are applying for a place for your child in year 11 after the end of the autumn term, your application will be dealt with under Stage 2 of the Fair Access Protocol.
What do I need to do now?
· Decide on your first, or your first and second, or your first, second and third, preference secondary schools.  
· Please be aware that “expressing a preference” for a school is not the same as “choosing” a school.  You may express a preference for any school, but whether we can meet your preference will depend on the number of children already on roll in your child’s year group at that school, how many other applications we receive for that school and your child’s priority for a place according to the CSA’s or the governing body’s admission criteria.

· Now complete the application form.  
· When you complete your application, please give as much relevant information as possible.  If you wish to supply any additional comments, please feel free to do so on an attached sheet of paper.  Do not assume that we are aware of your personal circumstances.  Places can only be allocated using the written information that you give to us.  If you wish to send any extra supporting information after you have submitted your application, please feel free to do so, but you should note that we cannot guarantee that such information would be taken into account if your application has already been processed.  (All information provided in connection with the application will, in so far as is possible, be treated as confidential.)

· If one (or more) of your preferred schools is a VA or F school, you may also need to complete and return an additional application form or provide additional evidence.  You should ask the school whether this is the case and provide the required information direct to the school.  You should only be asked for information or evidence that is necessary for the governing body to determine your child’s priority under their oversubscription criteria.  You must still complete and return the CACAF as well as provide the additional information.

· If you are posting a paper application to us, please would you ensure that you use stamps of the correct value.  If you use an envelope which is larger than a C5 (229 x 162mm or 9 x 63/8 inches), you will need to pay additional postage.  It is perfectly in order for you to fold your application if you want to fit it into a smaller envelope.  If you do not put enough stamps on your envelope, the delivery may well be delayed and this would result in a delay before your application is processed.
· If you do not have access to the internet, it is recommended that you keep these notes for reference purposes after you have returned the application form.

· You must complete and return an application form, even if you believe that the school you prefer has a place available for your child.  All places must be applied for.
· Application forms will not usually be acknowledged.  However, if you would like an acknowledgement confirming that your form has been received, please send us a stamped addressed envelope with your completed form.

What should I do if I need help with my application?
· “Choice Advice” is an independent support service offered by the Family Information Service.  Choice Advisors will be working alongside the Admissions and Transport (Policy) Team and other groups to help parents and carers to understand the school admissions process.  It is free and covers all of Cornwall.

· Choice Advisors can:

· help you with extra information on schools in your area - for example - hours of opening, uniform colours, travel information and the latest Ofsted reports;
· provide impartial advice about the admissions process and talk through all of the options available to you, to enable you to feel confident about the choices you are making;
· help you to complete the application form;

· help with a translator service where English is an additional language; and
· even, in some circumstances, assist you to visit schools in your area, if you are finding it difficult to get to the school(s) you would like to visit due to your rural location and lack of public transport.
If you would like some extra support during this time, please contact the Choice Advice Service on 0800 587 8191.
Do I have to name a second or third preference school?
· No, it is not compulsory to give a second or third preference, but it is advisable.  Naming a second or third preference school will not give you any less chance of getting a place at your first preference school.  If your child is not allocated a place at your first preference school and you have not named a second or third preference, a place will be allocated at the nearest school with room. 

How will places be allocated?  
· The secondary schools and their PANs are listed on pages 27 to 29.

· If the number on roll in your child’s year group is below the published admission number (PAN) (or the agreed operational capacity, if that is different) for any of the schools you have expressed a preference for, and there are no other applications to be considered for that year group at that school, your child will qualify for a place.

· If your child qualifies for a place at more than one of the schools you have expressed a preference for, a place will be offered at the one you have ranked as your highest preference on your application form.

· If places in your child’s year group at a preferred school are limited and more than one application for this year group is received on the same day, all applicants will be listed in priority order for admission to the school, regardless of whether it is named as a first, second or third preference.  We will offer places up to the published admission number (PAN) for each school (or the agreed operational capacity for a year group, if that is different) to the children on the list with the most priority under the school’s oversubscription criteria.  If, having carried out this exercise, your child qualifies for a place at more than one of the schools you have expressed a preference for, a place will be offered at the one you have ranked as your highest preference on your application form.

· Parents will receive an offer of one school place only for each child.

What is the order of priority?
· The Admissions Criteria used to decide on priority for places at the community secondary schools are as follows.  
· Please note that these criteria apply equally to all community secondary schools in Cornwall, including those with “specialist school” status.

The CSA’s oversubscription criteria for admissions
· If a child with a statement of special educational needs has the name of a maintained school specified in his/her statement, the child must be admitted to that school.

· For all other children the following priority order will be used to decide which children should occupy any vacant places at a community secondary school for the 2010/11 school year.

1.
Children in care.

(Children in care are also referred to as “looked after children” and they are children who are in the care of the Local Authority.)

2.
Children who live in the designated area of the preferred school, or whose parents can provide evidence that they will be living in the designated area of the preferred school by the required date of admission.

(If you are planning to move into the designated area of a school, your application for a place for your child at that school will not be given the priority accorded to designated area pupils without firm evidence of your new address and moving date, such as a copy of a signed and dated tenancy agreement or confirmation that contracts have been exchanged and a completion date agreed.  There is further information about designated areas on page 5 of this booklet.)

· If there are more designated area children wanting places at a school than there are places available, criteria 3 to 6 below will be used to decide which of these children should have priority for admission.  If there are still places available after all the designated area children have been allocated places, criteria 3 to 6 will be used to decide which of the remaining children should have priority for any spare places.

3.
Children with an unequivocal professional recommendation from a doctor, school medical officer, educational psychologist, health visitor, education welfare officer or social worker that non-placement at the preferred school would cause harm to the child and that placement at the preferred school is essential.  Such recommendations must be made in writing and must give full supporting reasons.
(If you think your child meets this criterion, you must send the relevant written evidence to the Admissions and Transport (Policy) Team, Children, Schools and Families, Treyew Road, County Hall, Truro, TR1 3AY.)

4.
Children with siblings who will still be attending the preferred school at the time of their admission.

(“Siblings” means brothers or sisters.  They are defined as children with at least one natural or adoptive parent in common, living at the same or a different address.  Children living in the same household at the same address would also be counted as siblings, regardless of their actual relationship to each other.  Children who are in years 11, 12 or 13 of a school with a 6th form would not be treated as siblings unless this was supported by the headteacher of the secondary school in question.)
5.
Children who attended (in year 6) a maintained primary school whose designated area is contained within or forms part of the designated area of the preferred secondary school.


(Please see page 30.) (This applies to year 7 applications only.)
6.
All other children.

Tie-breakers
· If any of the criteria outlined above leave more children with an equal claim than places available, the following tie-breakers will be used:

(i) Children living in designated areas served by more than one school (dezoned areas) who wish to attend one of those schools
(a) Where two or more children fulfil the same criterion, priority will be given in the first instance to those children for whom the preferred school is the nearest designated school.  Within this category, priority will be given to a child who would have to travel the furthest distance to the other designated school.

(b) Priority would then be given to those children for whom the preferred school is not the nearest designated school, with most priority being given to those children in this category who live nearer to the preferred school.
(ii) All other children

For children who do not come under (i) above, where two or more children fulfil the same criterion, priority will be given to the child who lives nearer to the preferred school.

(iii) Final tie-breaker

Should the tie-breakers above still leave children with an equal claim because distances are exactly the same, random allocation (in accordance with 2.34 and 2.35 of the School Admissions Code) will be used to decide on priority.

Distances
· Home to school distances used for tie-breaking for in-year admissions will be measured by a straight-line measurement as determined by the CSA’s Geographical Information System (dataMap).  Measurements will be between your home address using Ordnance Survey’s Point Dataset (usually the centre of the main building of the property) and the main gate of the school (as determined by the CSA).
· Distances used to determine nearest school with room (i.e. where it is not possible to offer a place at a preferred school) and for establishing transport entitlements will be measured by the nearest available route as determined by the CSA’s Geographical Information System (dataMap).  

Home address
· Each child may have one registered address only for the purposes of determining priority for admission and transport entitlement.  This address should be the place where the child is normally resident.  If there is shared residency of the child or a query is raised regarding the validity of an address, it may be necessary to use the address of the person receiving child benefit for the child or to request a copy of a utility bill in order to make a decision.
Multiple birth siblings
· Where applications are received on behalf of “multiple birth siblings” (i.e. twins, triplets, etc.) or siblings whose dates of birth place them in the same chronological year group, every effort will be made to offer places at the same school, which may mean allocating places above the Published Admission Number (PAN) where that is possible.  However, where this is not possible, parents will be invited to decide which of the children should be allocated the available place(s).

Oversubscription criteria for foundation/Trust schools
 

· Bodmin College and Callington Community College are foundation schools.  The governors of foundation schools determine their own admission policies.   (Newquay Tretherras School, Penair School, The Roseland Community College, A Specialist College for Music with English and Helston Community College are also foundation/Trust schools, but will not be able to apply their own admission arrangements until September 2011.)
 

· If you intend to express a preference for a place at Bodmin College or Callington Community College and you wish to look at their admission policy, you can find it on the Council’s website (www.cornwall.gov.uk/admissions then click on “Secondary School Admissions” followed by “Secondary School Admissions 2010/11”).  A copy of each school’s admission policy is also available on the schools’ websites (www.callington.cc and www.bodmincollege.cornwall.sch.uk).  If you have any specific questions about either of these schools’ admission arrangements, please contact the schools direct.

Bodmin College

· Children in public care;

· medical or psychological recommendation;

· attendance at one of the following primary schools: Berrycoombe, Blisland, Cardinham, Lanivet, Lanlivery, Lostwithiel, Nanstallon, Robartes Junior, St Mabyn CE, St Mary’s Catholic (Bodmin), St Petroc’s CE, St Tudy, St Wenn, 
· siblings
· distance


Callington Community College

· Children in public care; 

· medical or psychological recommendation; 

· attendance at one of the following primary schools: Callington Community, Calstock Community, Delaware Community, Gunnislake Community, Harrowbarrow Community, Pensilva Community, Quethiock CE, St Dominic CE, St Mellion CE,   

· Stoke Climsland Community, Upton Cross Community; 

· siblings.
Fair Access 
· The majority of applications will be straightforward and places will be allocated immediately where the number on roll in the year group in question is below PAN or the agreed admission number if that is different.  However, if a preference cannot be met, the application will then be considered to see whether priority can be given to the application under the Fair Access Protocol. 

Stage 1
· The Fair Access Protocol ensures that children who are most vulnerable can be offered a place at a suitable school in the home local authority as soon as possible, even if that school is already full.  Parents are, therefore, invited to identify on their application whether they consider their child to be in one of the following categories (evidence would be required for some of these categories and information regarding what would be considered as acceptable evidence is available from the Admissions and Transport (Policy) Team or on the Council’s website):
· children who have been out of education for longer than one school term;

· children whose parents have been unable to find them a place within a reasonable travelling distance after moving to the area because of a shortage of places (“reasonable travelling distance” for a secondary age child would usually be 10 miles, extended to 18 miles for those living in the designated area of Budehaven Community School, with the travelling time not exceeding 75 minutes); 
· children withdrawn from schools by their family, following fixed term exclusions and unable to find another place; 

· children of refugees and asylum seekers;

· homeless children (including those in a registered refuge);

· children with unsupportive family backgrounds where a place has not been sought;

· children known to the police or other agencies;

· children without a school place and with a history of serious attendance problems;

· traveller children;

· children who are carers;

· children with special educational needs (but without a statement);

· children with disabilities or medical conditions;

· children returning from the criminal justice system;
· children for whom a managed move is considered appropriate;
· children of UK service personnel and other Crown Servants; and

· children returning from elective home education of at least one term’s duration.

· For the children in the categories defined above, if the preference is for a designated or nearest school and that school is not already 5% above PAN or agreed operational capacity for the relevant year group, the LA will allocate a place at that school.  If the preference is not for the designated or nearest school and there are reasons why the local school would not be an appropriate placement, the LA will allocate a place at the preferred school, as long as that school is not already 5% above PAN or agreed operational capacity for the relevant year group.  If no preferences can be met, the LA will name an alternative school as nearest school with room, irrespective of PAN.  This school would usually be the nearest appropriate school to the child’s address that is not more than 5% above PAN or agreed operational capacity in the relevant year group.

· The 5% will be rounded down to the nearest whole number.

· No children will be placed above PAN in a school in special measures or serious weaknesses or which has national challenge status.

· The 5% “ceiling” does not prevent a school being named in a statement of special educational needs or a child in care being placed at that school or a child being placed in a school under the reintegration protocol below.

Stage 2 (reintegration)
· A minority of children will be deemed to have challenging behaviour and the LA must ensure that all schools admit their fair share of these children.  The LA must also consider whether the needs of children with challenging behaviour would best be met in mainstream schooling or in another setting, such as a further education college.  The children who would be considered for placement under this part of the Protocol would include:

· children attending short stay schools (previously known as Pupil Referral Units or PRUs) who need to be reintegrated back into mainstream education;

· children who have been permanently excluded from a school;

· children who are in year 11 for whom an in-year application is made for admission to a new school from January or later; and

· children for whom an appropriate education setting has not been agreed, including those whom it has not been possible to place under the standard in-year application procedures or under the Fair Access (stage 1) Protocol.

· The placement of children who are considered under the Fair Access Protocol (stage 2) will be referred to the Behaviour for Learning Partnerships.

When can I expect to hear about my application?
· It is expected that in-year applications will usually be dealt with within 20 school days of receipt by Cornwall Council, although it is anticipated that most applications will be dealt with in less than 20 days.  Determination of eligibility for a place will be based on the number on roll in a year group compared to the PAN or other agreed admission number.  If necessary, a school’s oversubscription criteria will be used to prioritise applications.  The “closing date” for applications will be midnight each working day and all applications received in Cornwall Council’s Admissions Team by midnight on the same working day will be treated equally.
· Usually, within 20 school days parents will be sent a letter (by first class post or electronically) by the LA notifying them that they are being offered a place at the allocated Academy or school.  Allocation letters must be sent by the LA and not by individual schools.  The letter will give the following information:
· the name of the school or Academy at which a place is offered;

· if appropriate, the reasons why the child is not being offered a place at the other school(s) or Academies nominated on the CACAF;

· if appropriate, the reasons why the child is not being offered a place at any of the schools or Academies nominated on the CACAF;

· if appropriate, information about your statutory right of appeal against the decision to refuse places at any of the nominated schools or Academies;

· contact details for the Academy / school or LA (and those nominated schools maintained by another LA where they were not offered a place) so that you can lodge an appeal with the relevant LA or governing body and request a place on the waiting list, as appropriate; 

· where the child has been refused a place at a nominated school in Cornwall, an invitation for the child’s name to be added to the waiting list for that school;

· a request to send any notification of acceptance of the offer of a place within two weeks after the date of the offer and to notify the LA without delay if, for any reason, you no longer wish to accept the place offered.
How soon will my child be able to start at the school he or she has been allocated?
· If a parent has not specified a desired start date, it will be expected that the place will be taken up within two school weeks of allocation.  The LA will notify the school where a place has been allocated of the date by which the child is to be admitted, although an earlier date is permissible if there is mutual agreement between the school and parent.  A later start date is only permissible if the school, parent and LA all agree that there are exceptional circumstances to support a delayed admission. 
What happens if there is not a place available?
· If you live in Cornwall and there is not a place available for your child at your first preference school, the Corporate Director of Children, Schools and Families will tell you, in writing.  If you have named a second, or a second and third preference school, the Director will tell you whether there is a place available at either of those schools.  If you have not named a second, or a second and third preference school, or if your second and third preference schools are also full, the Director will offer your child a place at the nearest school in Cornwall with room (measured as an actual distance by the nearest available route).  If the nearest school with room is more than three miles away, free transport would be provided automatically.
· If you are not allocated a place for your child at the school you prefer you will have the right to appeal to an independent appeal panel and the letter telling you that there is not a place available will tell you how to do this.  (If you have been refused a place at a school that is maintained by another LA, you should contact that LA for information regarding appeals.  The telephone numbers for Plymouth and Devon LAs are on page 6.)  The relevant legislation covering appeal panels states that the decisions made by these panels are final.

· If you are refused a place at a secondary school in Cornwall and your appeal is based on the fact that you are intending to change address, you will not be given a date for your appeal hearing until you have provided firm evidence of that new address and your moving date.

· If your child has a statement of special educational needs, you will have the right of appeal to the Special Educational Needs and Disability Tribunal.  However, in the first instance, you will be advised to contact The Assessment and Education Provision Team at County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY.

If my appeal is unsuccessful, can I appeal again? 
· Parents will only be able to have one application per child processed for the same year group for the same school.  A second application would only be considered where there had been a significant and material change in the circumstances of the parent, child or school (e.g. a change of address into a school’s designated area), which would affect the level of priority to be given to the application.  You can only appeal again for a place in the same school within the same academic year if the admission authority for that school has accepted a further application because there has been a significant and material change in the circumstances of the parent, child or school but has determined that the new application must also be refused.
Waiting lists
· From September 2010, the LA and the governing bodies of all Academies, VA, foundation and Trust schools in Cornwall will maintain waiting lists for all oversubscribed year groups throughout the school year.  

· The waiting lists will be maintained until the end of the school year relating to the processed application only.  Parents will be reminded during the summer holidays that the waiting lists have now ceased and that they will have to submit a further application for the next year group if they wish their request for a place to be ongoing.

· Parents should be aware that children’s places on the waiting list are subject to change according to additional information received about applications or children being added to the list.  Parents should also note that no priority is given to the length of time a child’s name has been on a waiting list.

· Parents should also be aware that, under certain circumstances, e.g. if a child is in care, a child could be admitted to a full or oversubscribed school.

· Children who are the subject of a direction by the local authority or who are allocated to a school in accordance with the Fair Access Protocol will take precedence over any child already on the waiting list.

What if I change address before a place has been allocated?
· If you change address after you have submitted your application, but before a place has been allocated, you must also tell the Admissions and Transport (Policy) Team.  A change of address may affect your priority for a place at a school or your entitlement to free transport.  If you fail to notify the CSA of your change of address and you are allocated a place at an oversubscribed school on the basis of your previous address, the CSA reserves the right to withdraw that allocation.

Special education
· If your child has special educational needs, his/her school will initially assess and provide for them according to the Department for Education’s Code of Practice.  If your child has more complex special educational needs than can be provided for by the support available for pupils on the School’s Record of Need, the CSA will carry out a statutory assessment in line with the Education Act 1996.  If you feel your child has special educational needs you should discuss this with the headteacher of your child's school.  

· The Assessment and Education Provision Team can give you detailed information about all aspects of provision for children with special educational needs, including statutory assessments and the Code of Practice.

· Wherever possible, Cornwall CSA aims to provide for children with special educational needs in mainstream schools.  The CSA has, however, four special schools and a number of Area Resource Bases attached to mainstream schools to provide for children with more severe difficulties.  (All admissions to special schools are decided by Admission Panels.)  Placement at a special school outside Cornwall is also possible in exceptional cases where no appropriate provision is available in Cornwall.  Education is also provided for children in hospital and for those who cannot attend school.

· The four Special Schools in Cornwall are as follows:

· There is a Parent Partnership Service that provides independent information and support to parents and carers who may have concerns about their child’s special educational needs. The Parent Partners can help you make informed choices about your child’s education. They can encourage closer working relationships between you, your child’s school, the CSA and other agencies (tel. 0845 6017837).

If your child has a statement of special educational needs you should contact the Assessment and Education Provision Team at County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY before completing and returning the CACAF.
 
School transport for pupils of compulsory school age (11 to 16)
Please note that the following information is a summary only.  For the full policy on home to school transport, please see the Council’s website www.cornwall.gov.uk/schooltransportpolicy or contact Admissions and Transport (Policy) on 0300 1234 101.
Will my child be entitled to free transport?  

· If you express a preference for a school which is the designated school (or one of the designated schools) for your child’s address, or for the nearest school to your home address (measured by the nearest available route from home to the main entrance of the school) and you live more than three miles from that school, your child will be entitled to free transport if he/she is allocated a place at that school.

· If your preferred school is not the designated school (or one of the designated schools) for your child’s address, or the nearest secondary school, it is likely that you will be responsible for travel arrangements and costs.  

· If your preferred school is not the designated school (or one of the designated schools) for your child’s address, there can be no guarantee of a place being available at the designated school at a later date.  If the designated school becomes full after you have expressed a preference for an alternative school, free transport to the alternative school will not be provided as a result.

· Even if you are aware of a vehicle contracted by Cornwall Council that takes children from your area to your preferred school, there would be no guarantee of a seat being available on that vehicle for your child if he/she is not entitled to free transport.  In addition, there is no guarantee that public bus services will not alter their routes or timetables.

Important information for “low income” families

· Children are considered to be from “low income” families if they are entitled to free school meals or if their family is in receipt of their maximum level of Working Tax Credit.

· It can be difficult for low income families to arrange suitable home to school transport for their children and this can restrict parents when deciding on their preferences.  There are, therefore, extended transport entitlements for secondary school children from low income families.

· Children of secondary school age who are from low income families are entitled to free transport to any one of the three nearest suitable schools, where the nearest available route is between two and six miles.

· In addition, children of secondary school age who are from low income families are entitled to free transport to the nearest school preferred on the grounds of religion or belief where this is between 2 and 15 miles away.
· Children who qualify for free transport because they are from a low income family will receive that free transport until the end of the school year.  Please note, however, that the circumstances of low income families will be reviewed on an annual basis and transport will be removed for the following school year if eligibility ceases.
Transport to a designated or nearest school
· You are responsible for transporting your child to school unless:

(i)
he/she attends a designated area school (or the nearest school if that is different) which is more than three miles away.  The distance is measured by the shortest available route.  In deciding this, the Authority has to take into account (amongst other things) the age of the pupil and the nature of the route, or alternative routes, which the pupil could reasonably be expected to use (accompanied if necessary, although if a child is unable to be accompanied due to a parent’s disability, this would be taken into account); or
(ii) the Authority is advised by the Health Authority that the pupil needs to be transported to his/her designated (or nearest) school on health grounds; or
(iii)
your child has a statement of special educational needs which specifies that he/she needs transport to school which will be provided by the CSA; or
(iv)
you are a low income family (i.e. your child is entitled to free school meals or you are in receipt of your maximum level of Working Tax Credit), in which case your child is entitled to free transport to any one of the three nearest suitable schools, where the nearest available route is between two and six miles.

· If your child attends a designated (or the nearest) school and that school is more than three miles from your home, the CSA will be responsible for your child’s travel arrangements and the cost of transport.  There is no automatic entitlement to assistance with transport other than to a designated (or the nearest) school, although the CSA is prepared to consider an application for assistance with transport costs from parents where they indicate reasons (including a denominational preference) for expressing a preference for a particular school.

· Where transport is provided, the Council’s Passenger Transport Unit usually decides, on behalf of the Council, the type of transport to be used.

· Link transport to the nearest pick-up point is available for entitled riders only. Link transport will usually be provided only when the distance between home and the nearest pick-up point is more than 1.5 miles.

Denominational Transport (i.e. transport to a school that your child attends because it reflects your religious beliefs)
· Children of secondary school age who are from low income families (i.e. your child is entitled to free school meals or you are in receipt of your maximum level of Working Tax Credit), are entitled to free transport to the nearest school preferred on the grounds of religion or belief where this is between 2 and 15 miles away by the nearest available route.
· For all other parents, you are responsible for the travel arrangements, but there may be some assistance available with transport costs.  For further details, please refer to the school transport policy document.
Transport for Concessionary Riders

· School transport is tailored to the number of children eligible for free transport under Council policy.  No additional costs may be incurred to transport children not entitled to this facility.  However, because vehicle capacity does not always match the number of children to be conveyed, there are sometimes spare places.   A spare seat on a vehicle under contract to the Authority may be allocated to a child ineligible for free transport on payment of the required fare.  These children are called “concessionary riders”.  The current cost of these seats is as follows (please note that these fees are increased from time to time):

(i) concessionary riders who attend their designated or nearest school – currently £52 per term.  (Reduced fee for annual payment: £145);

(ii) concessionary riders who do not attend their designated or nearest school – currently £85 per term.  (Reduced fee for annual payment: £235); 
(iii) concessionary riders who are entitled to free school meals or whose parents are in receipt of their highest level of working tax credit and who attend their designated or nearest school – 50% of the concessionary rider fee i.e. currently £26 per term.  For those children who do not attend their designated or nearest school there is no reduction.


Children attending their designated or nearest school have priority for concessionary rider seats.

If you are able to buy a concessionary rider seat for your child, you do so on the understanding that the seat may be withdrawn at any time if it is needed for a pupil who is eligible for free transport.


Concessionary rider seats are not usually available on routes which are served by public transport.
 How to apply for a concessionary rider seat
 
· Parents should apply, in writing, to the Principal Transport Officer, Passenger Transport Unit, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (or by e-mail to ptu@cornwall.gov.uk).  You should give details of your child’s name, date of birth, address and allocated secondary school.  Consideration will be given to written requests only.

Travel awareness
· When you are thinking about the schools you would like your child to attend, it is important you consider the following:

· Cornwall Council is fully committed to promoting walking, cycling, bus use (if available) and car sharing for the school journey.  We would like as many children to walk and cycle to school as possible instead of being driven by their parents.

· Children who walk to school are fitter, have better developed social skills, are more familiar with their surroundings, have better road sense and arrive at school more relaxed and ready to learn.

· Walking, cycling or using the bus reduces congestion on the roads.  Parents in Cornwall who drive their children to school increase congestion on the roads by 20% and generate approximately 4,000 tonnes of carbon dioxide, the principal cause of human induced climate change.

· Consider the cost of driving your child to school.  Current figures put the average cost at £535 per year.

· Unless the school your child attends is less than half a mile from your home you will probably drive your child to school.  Walking, cycling and using public transport (if available) offers children independence and flexibility - which is especially important at a time of change in nature of the school day, with greater numbers of pupils staying for extra study, extra curricular activities and sport.

· Where walking, cycling or public transport are not feasible, car sharing may be the option.  This can save time and money and helps cut traffic congestion and air pollution as well as being sociable for children.  Car sharing can also reduce the costs for children whose families do not own a car.

· If you are interested in encouraging walking, cycling, bus travel or car sharing then please speak to your child’s current headteacher who should contact the School Travel Plan Team at Cornwall Council on 0300 1234 222 or travel.awareness@cornwall.gov.uk
Transport for students aged 16–19 

· A student who attains the age of 19 prior to 01 September is not eligible for subsidised transport. Students who are eligible for subsidised transport are currently required to pay £240 per year. Special needs students will be supported to 21, but must be under 21 prior to 01 September 2010.

General Education Courses (A level/AS/GCSE)

· A student aged 16-19 who lives within the designated area of an 11-18 school and whose home is more than three miles from that school will be provided with subsidised transport to and from that school, and to no other institution, if the course being taken is a General Education Course (A level/AS/GCSE).

· For 16-19 year old students who live within the designated area of an 11-16 school, it is necessary to designate an “appropriate post-sixteen institution” (college or 11-18 school) where the student may follow a General Education post-sixteen course. Where the student lives more than three miles from the “appropriate post-sixteen institution”, the CSA will provide subsidised transport to and from that institution, and to no other, if the course being taken is a General Education Course (A level/AS/GCSE).

"Vocational" courses (e.g. BTEC/RSA/City and Guilds/NVQ)

· Where the "vocational" course is available at the 16-19 year old student's designated 11-18 school or the designated "appropriate post sixteen institution", subsidised transport will be provided by the CSA to that school or institution, and to no other, where the student lives more than three miles from the school or institution.

· If the "vocational" course which the student will undertake is not available at the designated institution, subsidised transport will be provided to the nearest college where it is available, so long as the student lives more than three miles from that college.

· Link transport to the nearest pick-up point will usually be provided only when the distance between home and the nearest pick-up point is more than 5 miles.

· Any enquiries about entitlement to subsidised transport for post-sixteen students should be addressed to: The Student Transport Section, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (0300 1234 101). Parents can also download an application form from the Council’s website (www.cornwall.gov.uk/collegetransport).
Transport for concessionary riders

· A spare seat on a vehicle under contract to the CSA may be allocated to a 16-19 child ineligible for subsidised transport on payment of the amount required (at present £240 per year) on the understanding that this concession may be withdrawn at any time if the seat is required for a pupil who is eligible for subsidised transport. This arrangement is known as the Concessionary Rider Scheme.

School meals and milk 
· Meals are available at all schools in Cornwall for pupils to purchase unless the family is entitled to free school meals (see below).  It is the parents’ responsibility to ensure that their children are provided with money to purchase these meals.  Details of the meal prices should be available from individual schools.  Facilities are also available at all schools for pupils who wish to bring their own packed lunches.  Children who have been admitted as full-time under the CSA’s admissions policy and whose parents receive Income Support,  Jobseeker’s Allowance (income based i.e. JSAIB),  Child Tax Credit (i.e. CTC with an annual income of £16,040 or below), Guarantee element of Pension Credit, Employment & Support Allowance (IR) or support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 (IAA) are entitled to apply for free school meals.  People receiving Working Tax Credit are not eligible for free school meals.  Application forms can be obtained from the Free School Meals Team, Student Services, County Hall, Treyew Road, Truro, TR1 3AY (Tel. 0300 1234 101) and all schools or Council One Stop Shops in Cornwall.  Alternatively, you can visit the website (www.cornwall.gov.uk/freeschoolmeals).  Free school meals can only be authorised on receipt of a correctly completed application form and current proof of entitlement to the relevant benefit.  Claims cannot be backdated.  Please note that this entitlement to a free meal applies to meals taken at lunchtime and not during a mid-morning break.
· Free milk for pupils over the age of 5 is available on health grounds only on the recommendation of an appropriate medical advisor.

School clothing
· A school’s governing body is responsible for the school’s policy on school uniform.

Boarding education
· The Authority does not provide any help with the costs of boarding education unless it is considered to be necessary for a child with a statement of special educational needs. 

Entry for public examinations
· The CSA funds secondary schools in the expectation that schools will enter pupils for:

(i)
a maximum of eight examination entries per pupil at GCSE;


(ii)
a maximum of three subject entries at GCE "A" level; and


(iii)
GCSE and "A" level re-sits provided there is a good chance of success and further tuition has been provided.   

· An increasing number of pupils are also entered for vocational qualifications and the costs of these are funded by schools.

· Where any pupil entered by a school for an examination with the parents' consent fails, without good reason, to sit the examination, the parents will be required to refund to the school the fee for the examination.

Charging and remissions policies
· Each school will have produced their own policy on charging and the exemption from or reduction of certain costs. These policies are designed to clarify what a school may charge for as well as to help those families in receipt of certain benefits. These charges could include the costs associated with school trips and residential activities, certain musical activities, some examination entries, materials for certain curriculum activities and the cost of breakages and other damage. Copies of the policy may be obtained from individual schools.

Health & safety
· The Authority recognises a responsibility to ensure that reasonable safety conditions prevail at all education establishments.  The CSA has insurance cover against injury, arising out of the Council’s or its employees’ negligence.  However, the CSA does not provide personal accident insurance cover for accidental injury to children, although individual schools and/or parents may decide to provide this independently.
Dental screening and oral health surveys in secondary school
· Dentists working with the Cornwall Community Health Services Dental Service (CCHSDS) have a duty to inspect the mouths of children in certain age groups. Schools have a duty to enable this process to take place.  The reason for these dental inspections is the monitoring of trends in oral health, which can help in planning dental services.  It is important to survey children, even if they have their own dentist.  This survey process does not affect the existing arrangements the student may have with any general dental practitioner.

· Each student is examined with a sterile mirror and a clean pair of gloves.  No treatment is carried out in school and usually even the most nervous students are happy to be seen along with their classmates.  No student will be screened unless they are happy to co-operate.

· Letters are sent home with the student near the time of the proposed inspections to inform parents / guardians.  Parents / guardians will need to consent to the inspection by returning a tear-off slip from the letter.  The overall survey results are sent to each headteacher and parents / guardians are informed if any individual student appears to have a need for treatment.  The school will be able to give further information or the CCHSDS can be contacted on 01872 354375. 

Role of school doctors and nurses
Introduction

· Every school in Cornwall has a named school doctor and school nurse.  The School Health Service in Cornwall has 6 school doctors and 19 school nurses, who are available to all the primary, secondary and special schools in Cornwall.

· Please contact the relevant school to find out who its school doctor and/or nurse is and inform them if your child has any health issues you feel they should be aware of.  In the event that a particular school does not have a named school doctor or school nurse, please direct any enquiries you might have to:

Role of school doctors
· A school doctor is a child health specialist, with particular interest in:

· childhood development; and

· the needs of children with disabilities.

· School doctors work very closely with the school and third party care service providers (e.g. family GPs and social services) to ensure that the child’s needs are met, so that his/her abilities to learn are maximised.  Whilst school doctors are not present at the school all the time, they make regular visits to schools and are always happy to see children if there are any concerns, in particular, any medical problems that could affect the child’s schooling.

· A school doctor provides medical advice and information on a range of children’s illnesses and health problems.  Some of the different areas in which school doctors become involved include:

· assessing children and liaising with the relevant authorities in drawing up statements of special educational needs;

· liaising with special educational needs Co-ordinators;

· providing medical advice to the Annual Review Panel which reviews and updates statements of special needs children;

· responding to medical queries that may be raised during the Annual Review;

· providing advice and assistance/support to children in schools who have medical conditions;

· considering and providing assistance in relation to social concerns;

· providing advice to the Children’s Services Authority and assisting them in identifying any children with potential special needs; and

· promoting health agendas (e.g. healthy eating).

· Some of the topics school doctors may be asked to advise on include: head lice, circumcision, bedwetting, speech difficulties, impulsivity, hyperactivity, attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), attention deficit disorder (ADD), dyslexia, dysgraphia, dyscalculia, dyspraxia, Asperger’s Syndrome, Damp Syndrome, behaviour problems, bullying, anxiety and eating disorders, depression, self harm, puberty, periods, sexual intercourse, contraception, drugs and smoking.

Role of school nurses
· School nurses are specialist practitioners who work in conjunction with public health and primary care providers.  Each school has a named School Nurse.  Do contact the school nurse if your child has any health issues.

· The school nurse can provide support and advice on a range of health issues such as behaviour management, bedwetting and soiling, asthma and epilepsy, healthy eating and weight management, head lice infestation, sexual health and stop smoking advice amongst others.

· School nurses liaise with schools and provide specialist advice to parents, children, school staff, the Children’s Services Authority and other relevant third parties.

· Some of the areas in which school nurses become involved include, amongst other things:

· ensuring that all children are sent a health questionnaire at primary school entry. Undertake selected health interviews as requested by parents and/or nurse’s own professional clinical judgement;

· as part of Government strategy all primary school children are weighed and measured by the School Nurse team in reception and year 6 of primary school. Information is given out from the school regarding this; from 2009 all parents will be informed of their child’s weight and measurement results by letter from the Primary Care Trust Public Health Department;

· in relation to children with medical needs, school nurses provide information and training to school staff, assist in drafting an individual healthcare plan, in conjunction with the headteacher and parent, to ensure children with significant medical / health problems are appropriately supported in school;

· participate in the Common Assessment Framework for children and families with additional and complex health needs;

· work together in multi-disciplinary teams to protect vulnerable children, support families and participate in child protection and children in need procedures;

· promote the health of children in care (of the Local Authority) and act as the named nurse, if appropriate;

· respond to and advise on local health issues by liaising with teachers, parents, schools, the Local Authority and other health professionals;

· identify potential health problems within the school-aged population and provide appropriate action;

· promote and support Health Education programmes in collaboration with schools to enable healthier lifestyles;

· support National 'Healthy Schools' Standards, as required by schools;

· hold confidential drop-in clinics in some secondary schools; and

· lead school immunisation programmes ensuring all children receive appropriate protection against preventable diseases. 

Examination and/or treatment of a pupil by a school doctor or school nurse or other medical professional

· Please be aware that in order for a school doctor, school nurse or other medical professional to be able to either examine or treat a pupil, they must obtain prior consent from the parent, the guardian, or the pupil him or herself, provided that the pupil is capable of understanding what he or she is consenting to.

· Your child’s school may pass on to you letters seeking such consent on behalf of such professionals.  Your child’s school may either send these in the post or by way of satchel post.

· The routine school health leaflet sent out by the school asks for consent for hearing and eye tests.  It also explains that your child will be weighed and measured in reception and year 6 unless you ring the central children’s services number on the leaflet within two weeks of the form being sent out by the school.

· If you do not wish your son or daughter to be examined or treated by the school doctor or school nurse or other medical professional please contact the relevant professional directly.

Disclaimer
· If you wish to file a complaint with respect to an examination or treatment of your child by a school doctor or other medical professional, please file the complaint with the Consultant Community Paediatrician. The Consultant Community Paediatrician shall be responsible for processing the complaint.

Somebody Else’s Child-Everybody’s Responsibility.

· Cornwall Council is urging people in Cornwall to help them ensure the safety and well-being of children who are being cared for by someone who is not a direct relative.

· The call to action is part of an ongoing national campaign called ‘Somebody Else’s Child’, which is run by the British Association for Adoption and Fostering, and aims to raise awareness of private fostering.

· Private fostering describes an arrangement when someone who is not a close relative (a close or direct relative is defined as step-parent, grandparent, brother, sister, uncle or aunt - whether full blood, half blood or by marriage) cares for another person’s child for 28 days or more.  Although this is done by a private arrangement, legally the parent and the carer must notify the local authority where the child is going to live so that the local authority can ensure that the child is being properly looked after.  Nobody knows exactly how many children are privately fostered, but in 2001 the Department of Health estimated that there could be as many as 10,000 in England and Wales.  It is feared that some of these ‘invisible’ children could be at risk of abuse, or victims of trafficking.

· In the year to March 2009 there were around 21 enquiries of private fostering arrangements in Cornwall.  However, experts believe that there could be many more.  The Council is therefore particularly asking parents and people who work with children to be aware of private fostering and to notify us immediately if they suspect such an arrangement.  The general public also has a part to play.
