No Smoking Policy

This Policy follows Cornwall County Council guidelines on smoking, in which all County Council buildings are now designated as no smoking areas.  There is now no designated smoking area in County Hall.  

The aim of this policy is to guarantee the right of County Council employees who are non-smokers to breathe smoke free air at work or whilst on County Council premises.  

Anyone wishing to smoke within Mullion School campus is asked to do so outside the boundary wall of the school campus, or in their own car.  Smoking will not be allowed at any time in any work areas, corridors, toilets, washrooms, reception areas, meeting rooms, first aid areas, offices, kitchens and all areas where food is consumed or stored.

It is recognised that some smokers will need to adjust to this policy and may welcome some support.  If you would like some further help and advice, please contact the Occupational Health Manager on 01872 322199.

All staff, governors, visitors, temporary staff and contractors will be expected to abide by the terms of this policy.  Staff should tactfully remind visitors of the policy, if necessary.

Any concerns that staff may have regarding smoking at work should be referred to their line manager so that appropriate action can be taken if necessary.
